An important event of the present semester called into question the future of our entire short-run scholarly monograph program at Scholars Press. Specifically, Scholars Press announced in early September that it was ceasing to handle publication projects for the academic and learned society sponsors that had relied on the Press to realize their programs. To save our projects — South Florida Studies in the History of Judaism, South Florida-Rochester-St. Louis Studies on Religion and the Social Order, and the sub-series involved in them, I contacted a number of successor-publishers.  

I succeeded in securing three successor publishers for our projects.  The first is Global Publications/Binghamton University (SUNY). They published my Theological Grammar of the Oral Torah I-III and have another dozen titles of mine in press even now. As indicated above, I have organized the governing board, the Editorial Committee, and founded two series, ACADEMIC STUDIES IN THE HISTORY OF JUDAISM; and ACADEMIC STUDIES IN RELIGION AND THE SOCIAL ORDER.  The editorial board, which is a self-perpetuating committee, consists of the following: myself as permanent Editor-in-Chief; James Strange; William Scott Green; Bruce D. Chilton; Alan J. Avery-Peck; Danny Jorgenson, William Shea (the latter to take charge of RELIGION AND THE SOCIAL ORDER projects.)

The second is Rowman & Littlefield’s division, University Press of America.  There I have founded one series, STUDIES IN ANCIENT JUDAISM. .  The editorial board, which is a self-perpetuating committee, consists of the following: myself as permanent Editor-in-Chief; James Strange; William Scott Green; Bruce D. Chilton; Alan J. Avery-Peck.

I submitted to Dean Stamps the contracts that I signed with Global Publications & with Rowman & Littlefield in behalf of the Editorial Committee.  If and when a member of the Editorial Committee resigns, the Committee will choose a successor, so too, if and when I give up the position of Editor in chief.  USF receives the residuary assets of all the series at Global Publications and at UPA, should the Editorial Committee choose to wind up its project(s) at some time in the future. The organizing contract then provides that the Department of Religious Studies (if there is a department of Religious Studies at that time) receive the returns on the sale of the backlist that is left and any other assets, for use in special projects of an off-budget character (meaning, projects for which state funds do not provide).

The third is E. J. Brill, for which I have founded and now edit The Brill Reference Library of Ancient Judaism. This series began two years ago and is developing nicely.
