This is my annual report of scholarly and academic activities, including academic public service, for the academic year 2005-2006, specifically, June 1, 2004 through May 31, 2005. 

Teaching: 

Fall semester: Introduction to Judaism: four credit course.
Spring Semester: Historical Knowledge in Graeco-Roman, Judaic, and Christian antiquity: Four credit course.
Supererogatory activities connected with teaching, at Bard and in public, in 2005-2006 

I call to your attention that Carolyn Dewald took full teaching responsibilities along with Bruce and me in our course on ideas of history in ancient Judaism and Christianity.  She represented Greek  historiography, with emphasis on Herodotus and Thucydides, and made a huge contribution to the students’ education. 

With the support of Bruce Chilton and the devoted work of Emily Darrow, Historical Knowledge in Graeco-Roman, Judaic, and Christian antiquity. It was held on April 25-27, 2006, as part of the seminar of the same name. 

I continued work on an international project of three conferences on the religious resources of toleration and tolerance, to be held in 2007-2008 at American University of Cairo, Bard College NYC campus, and University of Bologna in Italy; sponsored by American University of Cairo, Bard College, University of Rochester, University of Bologna, University of Piacenza. 

I presented a unit on pilgrimage in Judaism in Kristen Scheible’s course on pilgrimage kn world religions on October 21, 2005.

I spoke at a book signing concerning Altruism in World Religions. Washington, 2005: Georgetown University Press on November 7, 2005, for the Institute of Advanced Theology.

I gave two sessions in Theresa Villardi’s NEH seminar for high school teachers on November16, 2005 and Dec. 8 2005.  This dealt with the Rabbinic reading of Genesis 22. (I will meet with the teachers on July 12, 2007, as well.)

I gave a session of Karin Roffman’s course, answering the students’ questions about encyclopaaedia making and the like.

With you  I spoke at a book signing of the Institute of Advanced Theology on April 7, 2006, in connection with RELIGIOUS FOUNDATIONS OF WESTERN CIVILIZATION.  We discussed IAT members ideas on a future project, comparable to the seminar/conference projects that we have presented over the past decade.
